Kinkakuji Temple, the gold foiled pavilion with a beautifully laid out garden, was original-
ly a villa of an Ashikaga Shogun, but on his death it was converted into a temple. Ryoanji

Temple is noted for its rock and sand garden, a masterly example of the Karesansui
style.
